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The Practicalities and Recommendations of NGO Registration 

Introduction  

 

The purpose of this study is to discus NGO registration in Armenia and 

to make recommendations for this very sphere. NGO sector is one of the most 

important sectors in Armenia that deals with civil society and it is important to 

make an adequate environment for NGO functioning. For establishing an 

adequate environment the laws that deal with NGO registration should be 

properly incorporated. Our law though it is good but still lacks some features to 

be improved. In this study the practicalities and recommendations of NGO 

registration process will be revealed. 

 

 

Transaction description  

 

On December 4, 2001 the National Assembly adopted Law on Public 

Organizations. The new Law requires existence of organizations for a broad range of 

purposes, contains improvements in regulating Non-Governmental Organizations 

(NGOs) and address values and polices underling the registration process of NGO’s. 

NGO registration is important for various reasons: a) it creates entities to function 

and this is important to protect internationally recognized freedoms of expression, b) 

laws that permit groups to establish their entities strengthen freedoms as they give 

an opportunity to exist as an organization within the scope of law and progress their 

own initiatives and activities, c) to have NGO sector means to have proper civil 
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society as freedom of expression and freedom of association make basis for having a 

strong civil society. 

 Registration is a process which results in official recognition of a civil society 

entity.  This is important because according to “The Law of the Republic of 

Armenia on Public Organizations” (LRAPO), the purpose of registration is 

development of civil society and promotion of foundation and development of 

activities of public organizations.3 LRAPO Article 3 requires public organizations to 

be registered and NGOs are public organizations, therefore they are required to 

register.  

From the government’s perspective NGO registration is essential for having 

a clear description and awareness of what activities NGO’s are engaged in and also 

for having a legal right to function as a public organization showing the importance 

of its existence.  

LRAPO specifies that “The Republic of Armenia attaches great importance 

to the development of civil society, and by the given law pursues the objectives of 

promoting the foundation and development of activities of public organizations, as 

entities operating in conformity with legal regulations”4.  NGO’s are part of

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voluntary associations and initiatives that help to shape a democratic culture, these 

include encouraging pluralism, promoting respect for the rule of law, promoting 

economic efficiency. Moreover, NGO’s provide an opportunity for persons of 

different ethnic, racial, religious backgrounds to work together breaking inter-

communal violence5.  

From the NGO’s perspective registration will allow them to exist as an entity 

operating in conformity with legal regulations, to have legal status, to be publicly 

recognized, to have an understanding of its rights and obligations and leadership 

structures. If unregistered, an NGO’s will have difficulties functioning as an entity, 

and they will have no legal standing for activities. 

Society can not stay apart from this process: many countries are making an effort to 

involve the civic sector in service provision in certain areas (e.g., elder care, care for 

those living with HIV/AIDS, etc.) thus, benefiting society. Registering NGO will 

give an opportunity for it to function within the scope of law making enforceable its 

duties and obligations towards society and precisely defines its function as a legal 

entity which will make them become publicly recognized. 

Thus, the registration of NGO is necessary for conducting/ensuring a legal activity 

and operating in conformity with legal regulations.

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The Constitution of the Republic of Armenia (RA), Article 25, states 

that each person has the right to establish organizations involving other 

persons, including professional associations Thus, this article secures the 

right of everyone to establish public organizations and to assume their 

membership. This right enables people to freely associate in pursuit of 

different interests and purposes and to take part in political and social life. 

The operation of public associations in the RA is contingent upon the criteria 

and principles of the International Legal Rights, as provided by the 

International Pact on Social and Political Rights, which states that “each 

person has the right of free associations with others, including the 

establishment of professional associations and the right to join them in 

pursuit of his interests.”5 Article 11 clause 1 of The European Convention on 

Human Rights, Rome 4 November, 1950 states: “ Everyone has the right to 

freedom of peaceful assembly and to freedom of association with others…”6. 

Also according to Universal Declaration of Human Rights Article 20 

“Everyone has the right to freedom of peaceful assembly and association.”7 

  Besides above mentioned international legal rights another state 

(governmental) commitment is the legal regulation of the rights-protection 

activities of public organizations. LRAPO states that a public organization is 

a voluntary association created based on common personal interest in order

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to satisfy spiritual or other non-material requirements. The role and purpose 

of public organizations are stated in LRAPO Article 3.8 

According to LRAPO, Article 12, clause 2 for registering an NGO, the 

organization shall submit the following documents:  

“1) An application for state registration of the organization; 

2) The protocol of the organization’s founders assembly, with the resolutions 

approving the charter of the organization; the election of authorized person from the 

organization and the decision to apply to the state registration body for state 

registration. 

3) The list of founders’, and if their number exceeds five, at least five of the 

founders’ and the organizations’ authorized persons’ passport information: name, 

family name (at the will of the person also patronymic), date of birth (day, month 

and year), number and serial number of the passport, body which issued the 

passport, registration address, phone numbers and e-mail address; 

4) At least two copies of the charter; 

5) Receipt of the duty paid for state registration.”9 

In addition, Article 12 clause 3 also states that: 

“Within 21 days upon receiving all requested documents and making an entry in the 

main register, the state registration body is obliged to consider the registration 

application and either register the organization or reject its registration. If not all the 

requested documents are submitted or if they are illegible, or contain faults not

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related to the main content, the state registration body shall notify the organization 

in written form within the period of seven calendar days.”10 This means that if one 

fails to submit all the requested documents under Article 12, clause 2 of LRAPO 

that reason can be used as an excuse to deny registration of an NGO.  

Generally LRAPO seems to facilitate the registration process and provide 

significant freedom of action to NGOs.11 Nevertheless there are some shortcomings 

regarding the  registration process that trouble those who deal with it. Anahit 

Abrahamyan is a project coordinator of the NGO CDCS12 and conducted the 

registration process of CDCS. According to Ms. Abrahamyan13 during the NGO 

registration process she felt red tape through constant “drag” as she submitted all the 

required documents in compliance with Article 12 of LRAPO, -  the state 

registration body, rather than checking to see if all the documents were submitted 

and indicating what needs to be brought into  the state registration in compliance 

with the   requirements, they worked on every item in the list per meeting. Thus the 

woman ended up by paying numerous visits to them though as she stated she did not 

feel anything that could be qualified as an attempt of corruption on their part.  

Tatsat Stepanyan14 who works in USAID, also spoke about the shortcomings 

of NGO registration process. The first shortcoming is that for registering an NGO in 

Marzes, for example, one should come to Yerevan to The Ministry of Justice of RA, 

State Register of Legal Entities and this fact complicates registration process.

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  Stepanyan spoke about the second shortcoming of LRAPO, concentrating on 

Article 12 clause 3 of LRAPO, that states that “within 21 days upon receiving all 

requested documents and making an entry in the main register, the state registration 

body is obliged to consider the registration application and either register the 

organization or reject its registration.”15 Stepanyan said that for instance registration 

of legal entities is performed within five (5) days but the registration of NGOs is 

within 21 days, and he thinks that this can leads to corruption, -that is if you want to 

register within a short period of time rather than 21 days you have to bribe the state 

registration body. And this time period, therefore, needs to be reduced. 

 

Step-by-step description of the transaction  

 

NGO registration should be done in accordance with LRAPO. To register an 

NGO one should read LRAPO carefully. After it one should go to The State 

Registration Body16 and present an application for state registration of the 

organization (you can see a sample of an application form)17 and prepare  all the 

required documents stated in Article 12 , clause 2 of LRAPO, 

 “  1) an application for state registration of the organization;  

 2) The protocol of the organization’s founders assembly, with the 

resolutions approving the charter of the organization; the election of 

authorized person from the organization and the decision to apply to 

the state registration body for state registration. Of these documents

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the resolution for applying to the state registration body shall be 

adopted not earlier than 60 calendar days from the date of handing 

over or delivering to the state registration body the documents 

mentioned in the Article hereof;  

 3) The founders’, and if their number exceeds five, at least five of the 

founders’ and the organizations’ authorized persons’ passport 

information: name, family name (at the will of the person also 

patronymic), date of birth (day, month and year), number and serial 

number of the passport, body which issued the passport, registration 

address, phone numbers and e-mail address; 

 4) At least two copies of the charter18; 5) Receipt of the duty paid for 

state registration.”19  

      It should be mentioned that there are no ready sample forms to fill in. 

Each organization wishing to be registered should make all the documents by 

itself. As for the charter it is possible to visit www.ngo.am web site and to 

download charters of other NGO’s to have general understanding how to 

make a charter.20 There is another option if one has difficulties to write an 

organization’s charter one can go to the State Registration Body and ask 

them to write it on paid basis. An application for state registration of the 

organization should be referred to the chief of the State Registration Body of

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Armenia in the name of G. Sargsyan.21 Receipt of the duty paid for state 

registration is 10.000 AMD which should go to the budget of RA. 

According to LRAPO Article 12 clauses 3, 4, 5, within 21 days upon 

receiving all requested documents the state registration body is obliged to 

consider the registration application and either to register the organization 

or to reject its registration. If not all the documents stated under LRAPO 

Article 12, clause 2 are submitted or if they are illegible, contain faults not 

related to the main content, the state registration body shall notify the 

organization in written form within the period of seven calendar days. In 

this case the terms for considering the registration of the organization, 

shall be suspended but not for more than for 10 days.  

According to LRAPO Article 12, clause 5 the state registration of an 

organization is rejected if the requirements set forth in this law are not 

fulfilled. Those include cases:  

“1) When the organization did not fix the faults or did not apply to the state 

registration body for canceling its application within 10 calendar days 

after being notified that not all documents were presented or that they 

were illegible or contained faults not related to the main content.  

2) When the name of the organization, short name (abbreviation) and the 

logos did not correspond to the requirements of Article 10 of this law.  

3) When the presented charter contravenes the RA Constitution and laws.” 

Under LRAPO Article 12, clause 10 and 11 the decision to reject the state 

registration of an organization may be appealed in the court and the argument

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between the founders regarding the process of creation of the organization shall 

be solved through the court. The court, prior to making a decision, may suspense 

the duration of the time set for consideration of the application for state 

registration in the state registration body.” 

    Having done all the required steps correctly one should have registered public 

organization but it is not the end. After registering the organization one should go 

to the  territorial tax inspectorate to receive its territorial number. After doing all 

these procedures one will have a registered NGO. 

 

 

International best practice  

 

In order to make a comparison I have looked at Estonia, Czech Republic and 

Hungary. I have chosen these tree countries as they are incorporated in EU, they 

have gone through transition, they are formerly Soviet countries and integrated or 

are perusing EU integration. And if Armenia wants to continuo its transition it 

should follow to these models discussed bellow. 

Under Non-profit Associations Act of Estonia (NAA) non profit association is “ a 

non-profit association is a voluntary association of persons the objective or main 

activity of which shall not be the earning of income from economic activity”22. For 

registering an NGO according to NAA Chapter 7 §75 clause (2) “the registration 

departments (registrars) of the county and city courts shall maintain a register of 

                                                 
22 NAA Chapter 1 § 1 clause (1). 
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non-profit associations and foundations located in their jurisdiction.” Entries in the 

register in Estonia are made by the Chapter 7 § 77 clause (1) “Entries in the register 

are public. Everyone has the right to examine the card register and the public files of 

non-profit associations and to obtain copies of registry cards and of documents in 

the public files of non-profit associations.” Clause 2 “at the request of a person, a 

registrar shall issue a certificate attesting that an entry has not been amended or that 

a particular entry is not in the register”. Clause 4 “a registry file may be examined 

by any person with a legitimate interest.” Thus, under NAA Chapter 7 § 77, clause 

1, Entries in the register are public while in Armenia they are closed for a person 

with a legitimate interest. Vilijar Peep who is the head of liberal professions and 

legal registers division under Estonian Ministry of Justice says that the card register 

and public files, especially statutes or articles of associations are accessible to public 

on paper and by electronic means in Estonia and in most of European countries and 

he can not imagine legal life without such kind of information being accessible.23  

Under the law of Public Benefit Corporations of Czech Republic (PBC) Article 3 

provides “The Founders of the Public Benefit Corporation may include natural 

persons, the Czech Republic or legal bodies”. Under Article 4 of PBC clause 1 “the 

Public Benefit Corporation is established by the Agreement on Establishment signed 

by all Founders. All signatures shall have to be made under office”. Article 4 clause 

2 “the Deed of Establishment or the Agreement on Establishment …. shall include 

the following specifications:

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a) the business name and identification number of the Founder if being a legal entity 

or the name, birth number and permanent address of the Founder if being a natural 

person, 

 b) the business name and registered address of the Public Benefit Corporation,  

c) the type of publicly beneficial services the Public Benefit Corporation is 

envisaged to render,  

d) the terms and conditions applicable for the rendering of the particular types of 

publicly beneficial services,  

e) the time period for which the Public Benefit Corporation is being established, 

unless it is being established for an indefinite period of time, 

 f) the names, birth numbers and permanent addresses of the members of the Board 

of Directors, 

 g) the procedural arrangements of the Board of Directors, 

 h) the names, birth numbers and permanent addresses of the members of the 

Supervisory Board, if such is established, 

 i) the value and description of the assets endowed by individual Founders; in the 

case of a non-monetary endowment, the specification of the property object and the 

its evaluation rendered by an authorized expert, 
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 j) the manner of publishing the annual report on the activities and business 

management of the Public Benefit Corporation will be published”. 24 

 Thus, this law is unique and different from other laws for the reason that it permits 

to establish NGO’s to natural persons, the Czech Republic or legal bodies.  

In comparison the law on Public Benefit Organizations of Hungary (PBO) 

Chapter 2 § 4 (1) states “to be registered as a public benefit organization, the 

founding document of the organization shall include: a)   a description of the sort of 

public benefit activity - defined in this Act - the organization pursues, and a 

statement that the organization, if a membership organization, does not exclude non-

members from public benefit services;  

b)   a statement that the organization pursues business activity only in the 

interest of realizing its public benefit objectives, without jeopardizing them;  

c)   a statement that the organization does not distribute profits, but spends 

them on the activity defined in its founding document;  

d)   a statement that the organization does not pursue direct political activity, 

is independent of political parties and does not provide financial support to them. 

 Thus, the requirement that non-members are not excluded from public 

benefit services is a positive feature as anyone can go and get help on his/her part 

not having necessary membership requirement. Another positive feature is that the 

organization does not pursue direct political activity, is independent of political 

parties and does not provide financial support to them.

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Thus, each of these three (Estonia, Czech Republic and Hungary) countries 

has unique points and differ from one another. And these unique points can be taken 

as recommendations for reform in LRAPO.  

 

Recommendations for reform 

As it is shown in the examples there are some basic steps that every one does 

registering his/her NGO. The basic steps everyone should do is : the business name 

and identification number of the Founder; the business name and registered address 

of the NGO; the type of publicly beneficial services; the names, birth numbers and 

permanent addresses of the members of the Board of Directors; etc. In Armenia 

these procedures are also the same but there are also some distinctive points in laws. 

Entries in the register in Armenia are not public I have experienced it by myself. 

Asking for some examples I was denied to have them. I think that this question is 

very important as, for example, I don’t see any need do conceal such information 

and even not to allow to get charters of NGO’s to find out with what they are 

dealing with. The next thing is that in Czech Republic the registration of NGO’s 

besides natural persons and legal bodies, is permitted also for the Czech Republic. I 

think that we need not to have such reform because I think Armenian government is 

not trust- worthy to make NGO’s and by having its own NGO’s it will have suppress 

effect on other NGO’s. Rather I will suggest to give an opportunity to establish 

NGO’s to local government in order to get funds to support their communities. The 

requirement of that non-members are not excluded from public benefit services is a 

necessary feature as anyone can go and get help on his/her part not having necessary 
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membership required. Thus, this very issue must be incorporated in LRAPO. The 

next implementation is about that the organization does not pursue direct political 

activity, it is independent of political parties and does not provide financial support 

to them. In Armenia we need such reform because the activities of NGO’s are and 

should be directed towards public. 

 

 
Reform implementation 
 
 

There is an Armenian Legislative Strengthening Project (ALSP) and 

Counterpart International in Armenia, they assist in NGO development activities. 

These recommendations should be received by ALSP or Counterpart International in 

Armenia25 and they should help local NGO’s to present these to The National 

Assembly of Armenia and to incorporate theses changes. 

 
 
 
 
Conclusion  
 
 
 

By making comparisons with other countries the study revealed that though 

Armenian law on public organizations has many common features with the 

compared legislatures but it still has a place for implementing best practices of those 

laws. Considering the importance of NGO’s in our society it could be said that this 

implementations are needed to have a strong and healthy existing and functioning 

NGO sector.

1. The Law of the Republic of Armenia on Public Organizations, Article 3,  
“The Concept of Public Organization 
1. A public organization (hereafter referred to as organization) is a type of (not for 
profit) public association which does not pursue the purpose of gaining profit and 
redistributing this profit among its members, and into which (the organization), 
based on their common interests, in the manner prescribed by the law, physical 
persons, including RA citizens, foreign citizens and those without a citizenship, have 
joint for satisfying their non religious spiritual and non material other needs; for 
protecting their and other persons’ rights and interests; for providing material and 
non-material assistance to certain groups and for carrying out other activities for 
public benefit. 
If the organization along with the objectives mentioned in this clause also has 
political, religious, professional objectives, than it is not a public organization and it 
can be registered as an organization of another legal-organizational form. 
2. A person’s right to form associations with other persons encompasses the right to 
freely set up an association, the right to become a member (participant) of an 
organization, and the right to freely withdraw from membership (participation) of an 
organization, regardless of nationality, race, sex, language, religion, political and 
other believes, social origin, welfare standards and citizenship. This right may be 
restricted, in cases and manner envisaged by law, for the servicemen of the military 
and law enforcement bodies. 
3. A public association, if its objectives correspond to the objectives set forth in 
Article 1 of this law, may be registered as a public organization acquiring the status 
of a legal entity from the moment of its 
state registration. The state registration, promoting the implementation of the 
chartered goals of a public association by setting it up as a legal entity, does not 
impede the person’s right to form associations in what regards creating such 
associations, being a member of or acting through the associations without state 
registration. 
4. Without state registration an association shall not have the status of a legal entity 
with the ensuing rights and obligations, and shall not be vested with the rights set 
forth in Article 15 clauses 3 to 6 and shall not bear responsibilities stipulated by 
Article 16. That association shall operate in conformity with the principles set forth 
in Article 4, without violating other requirements of this law, other laws and legal 
acts.”
